Standard Telefon og Kabelfabrikk A/S

1987 Alcatel takes over ITTõs ownership and the company is renamed to 

Alcatel STK AS

1972 Opening of Rognan factory

2000 Alcatel divests itõs cable activity in a separate company, Nexans

2001 Nexans noted at the Stock Exchange in Paris June 13 

2004 Acquisition of outstanding 50% of Norcable and merger of Norcable

into Nexans Norway
